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Locating the Full Text of an Article

Option 1: Does the article have a DOI at the end of the citation? 
Example citation – see the underlined part

Add this prefix to your DOI   https://doi.org/ 
So that it looks like this: https://doi.org/10.1038/s41526-020-00124-6 
Then enter it into your browser. Check to see if you have full text available.

Option 2: If it does not have a DOI, then try entering the article title with quotation marks around it into the Libraries Quick Search box on the homepage.

Option 3: If the article does not show in the quick search, see if the Libraries has access to the journal electronically. Go to the “eJournals” page from the library homepage and enter the journal title in the search box.
